
MATCH RULES FOR BORDER
FISHERY
Please ensure that all members of your party are made
aware of all the rules listed below. Maximum size
hooks are 14’s. Club secretaries must delegate two
members of their club to do the weighing in. All match
anglers must supply their own keep nets, where possi-
ble all nets must be dried out before fishing. Two nets
must be used.
All anglers must have current E.A. Rod licence.

Strictly barbless hooks, no pinching barbs in.
No double hooking.
In line flat fox’s method feeders can be used not
fixed.
No floating pole or rattlers of any description.
Maximum size hook on Specimen Lake and
Stacey’s Pool is 10’s.
All fish over 4 oz must be landed by net.
No braided line.
Unused bait must not be thrown into the water or
onto the bank after fishing.
Any angler with litter, including cigarette ends, on
or around their water will not be weighed in.
No feeding floating baits.
No meat sweet corn or hemp tins allowed on the
banks of the fishery.
No floating baits! Pop-up baits allowed Max 12
inch tale
Macaroni cheese can only be used as hook bait,
no feeding.
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All non members must be off the fishery within one
hour after the all out.

Please - if you think you 50 lbs of fish plus you
must use a second keep net.

BAIT BANS

No boilies, nuts, peas, beans or bloodworm and
joker. No cat or dog meat. Ground bait can be
used with a feeder or in a pole pot, one kilo only.

Only fishery pellets can be used for feed. Fishery
Carp pellets are sold on site.

You may use your own soft hooker pellets.
